
Grade Level:  5th
Objective:  Students will be able research their state, record information as requested by the teacher, create a PowerPoint presentation and present it to the class.  After completion of the PowerPoint students will use the information gathered to write a two page report about their state.  
Materials:

· Encyclopedias





· Internet







· Books 

· Magazines

· Videos

· Computer/printer

· Projector

· Handouts

Preparation:
Give the computer teacher time to present PowerPoint to the students so they have a basic understanding of how to put their presentation together.  Let the librarian know that students are researching a state and may need materials that correspond with that state.  Give students class time and additional time in the computer lab to complete their research and put together their presentations.  Allow class time for the presentations.  Give a due date for the project.

Introduction:

Idaho is great, but it’s important to remember there are 49 other states that think they’re great too.  

Procedure:

· You will record basic facts about your state.

· Choose interesting facts about your state.

· Find famous people from your state.

· Research major industries.

· Collect other interesting facts.

· The Slide show needs to be between 10-12 slides and will include the facts you’ve gathered while doing your research.

· Follow the slide layout given to you by the teacher.

· Use the notes and directions given to you during computer time to help you prepare your presentation.

· Following the conclusion of the PowerPoint project students will write a 2 page report using the information gathered earlier. 

EACH STUDENT WILL BE GIVEN 3-4 OPPORTUNITIES TO GO TO THE LAB TO RESEARCH USING THE INTERNET.

EACH STUDENT WILL BE GIVEN THREE WEEKS TO PUT THE INFORMATION TOGETHER IN THEIR POWERPOINT PRESENTATIONS. 

DURING WEEK 4 STUDENTS WILL PRESENT THEIR PROJECTS TO THE CLASS.
